1968 CS Tail Lamp Kit Installation Instructions 
for 1965-66 model cars! 

 
First, remove product from packaging and make sure you have all of the items necessary. 

 
Kit Includes: 6ea bulb socket pigtails, 1pr of lenses,  

1pr of light housings, 1pr of tail light bezels, 1pr of gaskets and stainless machine screws/bolts for mounting. 
 

Step 1 – Preparation – These light housings are designed for the 1967 tail light kits, however we have come up 
with a few steps of preparation to use with the 1968 CS lights. These are friendlier to use with the E2 body 
kits than the 1967 version. 
 

a. Tape off the portion of the mounting surface that is not consistent with mounting on a flat surface.  
b. With an angle grinder, make take off the material necessary to make a flat mounting surface. 

 
 

c. Place the bezel inside the light housing. Align the bezel so that it sits inside the housing closest to the 
pointed side as shown here. 
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d. Mark the holes and drill with a 3/16” drill bit as shown… 

 

 
e. The last preparation necessary for the installation is you will need to paint the outside edge of the lens with 

the color of paint that you choose. This is the edge of the lens in the picture being designated by the index 
finger. Generally speaking, black usually works best. This is necessary due to the fact that the 68 Shelby 
tail light panel usually covers this area, but when installing these on a 65-66 car, this becomes necessary. 

 

 
 
 
Step 2 – Installation Tape the approximate area you are going to cut and drill with masking tape. Center the 
light bezel over the existing 65 light-hole and mark the holes for the mounting screws. At the same time, mark 
around the “inside” of the perimeter of the bezel to outline the area to be removed from the tail panel. Drill the 
mounting screw holes with a 3/16” bit.  Along the perimeter line, start about ½” inside the line with a 1/8” pilot 
hole, moving up in size to a sufficient hole large enough to get the cutting saw in place and moving freely. Trim 
the tail panel outlined with a Jig Saw, Saws-All or whatever you have that can cut this area cleanly.

Step 3 Mounting – Place the lens inside the bezel, and the lens gasket on the lens. Insert all the 
mounting screws through the bezel, lens and gasket assembly. While holding the assembly in 
place on the car, bolt the light housing to the inside with the supplied nuts and washers.
